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In the meantime, when so many thousands of the people had
gathered together that they were trampling one another, he
began to say to his disciples first, “Beware of the leaven of the
Pharisees, which is hypocrisy.

But we have renounced disgraceful, underhanded ways. We
refuse to practice cunning or to tamper with God’s word, but
by the open statement of the truth we would commend
ourselves to everyone’s conscience in the sight of God.

They tie up heavy burdens, hard to bear, and lay them on
people’s shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to
move them with their finger.

They do all their deeds to be seen by others. For they make
their phylacteries broad and their fringes long,

20 And we know that the Son of God has
come and has given us understanding, so that we may know
him who is true; and we are in him who is true, in his Son
Jesus Christ. He is the true God and eternal life. 21 Little
children, keep yourselves from idols.
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
